Attached, please find information pertaining to the SANDUSKY COUNTY POSITIVE PEOPLE HIGH SCHOOL POSITIVE LIVING AWARD. We cordially invite you to submit your application for this award. Please note the following considerations:

· Applications will be available on Monday December 16, 2019.
· Download the application, save to your computer and fill in the sections.  Once the application is complete, print and sign along with your parent or legal guardian.  Scan the signed application and letter of recommendation.  Upload the entire packet to Sandusky County Positive People’s website (https:www.scppohio.org) by selecting “Submit Scholarship Application” from the “Download Scholarship Application” drop-down menu.  Choose your school, attach the completed application and letter of recommendation and click “Submit”.
· Scholarship applicants must have plans to continue their education, after high school, through a four-year college or university, two-year college or community college, certificate-granting program, credentialed program or apprenticeship program.

· There is an opportunity for an award recipient to be selected from each of the following high schools, provided that criteria are met:


Bellevue, St. Joseph Central Catholic School, Clyde, Fremont, Gibsonburg, Lakota, Vanguard Tech Center, Woodmore

· Students may apply if they are not Sandusky County residents, provided that they DO attend one of the aforementioned high schools.

· Students may apply if they are Sandusky County residents and are home-schooled.

· Scholarships range from $750 to $3,500 or more.

· A personal interview is required, if selected and invited to do so.

· Applicants and parents or legal guardian must give permission for their stories to be shared at the awards breakfast ceremony and with any press coverage. Signatures of permission are part of the application.

· We want to emphasize that (in addition to the application) a photo appropriate for publication MUST be included, along with a seven-semester transcript and a letter of recommendation.

· Student applications will be disqualified if parts of the application are missing or they arrive after the submission deadline.
· When completed, upload the packet and send to your school counselor who will complete the SCHOOL INFORMATION AND COUNSELOR ATTESTMENT:  Section #13 and forward the application by the deadline date of FRIDAY, FEBRUARY 21, 2020.
